Also, we have been appointed language supervisors for new CAM
missionaries studying Spanish in Antigua, Guatemala.  This too is a
joy because we know the difficulties of being in transition, in a new
country and learning a language.

Our youngest son Tim was with us for over 3 months and returned
to Dallas on April 21. His visit was an answer to prayer. God
brought him here by way of  New York and now is taking him
back to Dallas to work and return to school � probably UNT in
Denton.
Our eldest son Neil visited us for 4 days.  It was a quick but extremely
meaningful visit for us all. This was Neil�s first visit since a mission�s
trip about 12 years ago. Therefore, it was good for him to see that
we are safe and securely in God�s hands.  (In the photo we are
eating at one of our favorite, quaint restaurants in Antigua.)

Initially, the major reason it was hard for me to say yes to Guatemala
and obedience to the Lord was that obedience would mean leaving
family � my 80 year old mom, children and grandchildren.

I am thankful to my precious husband of 35 years for his support
and sacrifice in allowing me the freedom of  returning to Texas.

Henry Blackaby says that obedience to God is costly to us and to
those around us.  For us, it cost us separation between loved ones
but, by the kindness of God, I have been with family when they
really need me.

It is the same with God.  When we need Him, He is there�always.
