Care for the Long Term

While we were living in Guatemala, our pastoral care 
responsibility included travel for both of us on a 7-day 
trip to another Central American country to visit one 
of our fellow CAM missionary families who had served 
there for several years. The occasion of that visit was 
his long-term medical decline jeopardizing his ability 
to continue, though he is of mid-life age. This family 
returned to the States last year, and both of us visited 
them again in October. Now, Wendell is leading the 
implementation of a new mission-wide policy for 
any CAM missionary family to be cared for during a 
disability that stops their ministry. Wendell will lead a 
meeting in early February with this missionary family 
and pastors of supporting churches to implement 
continuing care.

Training and New Skills

In January, we attended several days of training in 
Basic Counseling Skills and Marriage Tune Up with 
Zach Whaley, a professional counselor from Arizona. 
The training was extremely helpful in acquiring more 
skills in listening and exploring life issues so that we 
can help others.

Some trips will 
be Wendell only and other trips Wendell and Dianne 
together. It is exciting to see how God is preparing 
us for this phase of ministry.
